Can we assure you that social distancing measures are in
place in church. We are using only alternate benches with
only two people per bench. A thorough cleaning and
sanitising takes place after each Mass.

We would also like to thank our dedicated team of
stewards for making the opening of our church possible.

At the present time face coverings have to be worn in
church. You will therefore not be able to attend Mass if
you are not wearing one. The covering must be worn
throughout the Mass. It would help if you could bring your
own; if not we have them available.

We have capacity for 65 people. On arrival a steward will
take your details for “track and trace” purposes and ask you
to use hand sanitiser before directing you to your place.

Holy Communion can be received under one kind only.
Communicants are asked to stand behind the black line
marked on the floor in order to “social distance” from the
priest/deacon. Stewards will be there to direct you.

Please stay in your places after Mass. The stewards will
guide you out one bench at a time. We would ask that you
do not gather inside the church building.

We ask everyone to respect and follow the guidelines and
instructions. These are for the safety of us all.
